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Bahrain International Airport Modernization Project
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Modernization project, part of Bahrain’s Economic Vision 2030, includes a new terminal spanning 210,000

m?, increasing airport’s capacity to 14 million passengers per year.
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This project, with a budget of $1.1 billion, is one of the largest investments in Bahrain’s aviation sector.

Second and final phase of this new passenger terminal was completed in 2022.
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This project included Construction of a new 210,000 m2 Terminal Building and a 9,000m2 duty-free retail
space, and food and beverage zones, in addition to 15,000m? Viaduct structure and a separate 9,000m?
Central Utilities Complex, a 4,500m2 Emergency Response Station, a 1,500m2 Super Gate, and
200,000m2 of Multi-story Car Parks with 7,000 new parking spaces. Other new airside infrastructure for
maintenance, repair, and overhaul facilities, including a new dedicated maintenance hangar, a taxiway,

and new aprons are also developed.
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Terminal Building consists of two arrivals halls on ground and first floor with a combined size of over 5,000

mz, eight baggage reclaim conveyor belts, a 4600 m2 departure hall with 108 check-in counters, and 24


https://i0.wp.com/www.re-thinkingthefuture.com/wp-content/uploads/2023/10/A11075-Bahrain-International-Airport-Modernization-Project-Bahrain-1.jpg?w=999

gates. Passenger facilities will include 7000 car parking spaces and a 10,000 m? duty-free shopping area,

including a 1000 m2 duty-free shop in Arrival hall.

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Sheikh Khalifa bin Salman Port (KBSP) in Northern coast of Bahrain is Premier transhipment hub for
Northern Gulf. Strategically located in Northern Gulf region, KBSP is an ideal cost-effective choice for
carriers' operating trans-shipping containers to critical and rapidly expanding Upper Gulf region,

particularly markets of Kuwait, Iraq, Saudi Arabia, Qatar and northern Iran.

5. NN LA UEREREREFIREX (Bahrain Investment Wharf) (BIW)
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Bahrain Investment Wharf is a hybrid industrial investment park privately owned & managed industrial
investment park resulted from Public-Private Partnership between Inovest and Government of Bahrain
represented by Ministry of Industry, Commerce and Tourism (MOICT).

This zone comprises business spaces, logistics zones, information technology centres, commercial spaces

and residential development estate.



FHHODEEH(Five Major Ports in Bahrain)
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Bahrain lies near Western coastline of Arabian Gulf. Comprising 50 natural and 33 manmade island
clusters. Petroleum products comprise more than 60% of its exports and account for 10% of its GDP.
Tourism is also a key sector bringing valuable foreign exchange. Bahrani government policies combined
with a strong commercial shipping sector have boosted economic growth, making Bahrain one of the

fastest growing and freest economies.
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Prosperity has also resulted from developed transportation and communications sector and a stable
banking and finance sector. Hence, Bahrain attracts significant foreign investment and is home to
numerous multinational firms due to its easiness of doing business.

Apart from processed petroleum products, aluminum goods and construction materials are other major
export commodities. Imports comprise chemicals and crude petroleum transported via underground

pipelines from neighbouring Saudi Arabia.
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The major trade partners of the Kingdom of Bahrain include Saudi Arabia, UAE, the US, Oman, China and

Australia. Bahrain’s maritime trade is conducted through the following major ports.

1. I—F— -« J~—#(Port of Mina Salman)
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Seaport Mina Salman is Bahraini main commercial port facility, housing department of customs clearance

in its premises. Located in Manama, Bahraini capital and an industrial and manufacturing hub, this port is

entry point of more than half of the nation’s imports and handles most of its exports. Almost 80% of cargo

handled is containerised. It is also called old Manama port since most maritime traffic is now being

diverted to new port of Khalifa Bin Salman.
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More than 3200 ships carrying general cargo are handled at Mina Salman Port every year. It was a natural
harbour before this port establishment in 1962. Its history goes back to 5000 years and it was used as a

trading post by Dilmun civilisation, followed by Arabs in 7th century.
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Presently this port boasts a dock spanning 800 m, comprising 10 berthing facilities for handling general
cargo. Three berths were recently constructed to handle increasing bulk cargoes. All berths have been

dredged to depths of approximately 11 m.
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Container terminal was opened in 1979 and includes 15 container berths each covering 200 m, capable of
accommodating ships weighing up to 70,000 DWT. Storage area covers 400,000 sq m for storing up to
10,000 TEU and an additional 200,000 sq m of open storage yard. Cold storage and 320 reefer

connections are also offered.

2. hY 77 « BV« Y~w—2rH(Port of Khalifa Bin Salman)

Khalifa Bin Salman Port is a major seaport of Bahrain located on Hidd island in northeast of main
archipelago. Thise port was recently expanded and is envisaged to be a premier transhipment hub of

tnorthern Arabian gulf region.



Its strategic geographical location amidst major maritime trade routes in Arabian gulf coupled with deep
waters and wider navigation channels makes it one of the most accessible and busy facilities of this
region. This port is linked with Bahrain’s major cities through roadways and is in close proximity to Bahrain
international airport. It is also well-connected with Saudi Arabia via King Fahad Causeway.

Since it is located in Hidd industrial region housing many manufacturing plants, it exports aluminium and

petroleum goods. One of the most modern and highly efficient facilities at par with global port standards

This port covers more than 100 hectares with container handling capacity. Apart from container goods, it
also handles bulk and breakbulk, general cargo, ro-ro and passenger vessels.

This port includes a wharf spanning 1800 m with numerous berths and a container handling facility

covering 900 m2 endowed with 4 shore cranes, capable of accommodating the biggest container ships.

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This is not a port or cargo handling facility but a commercial project. Spanning over 38 hectares, buildings

were constructed on reclaimed land. This port presents amenity to Urban city of Bahrain.

4. ¥ b+ Z#(Port of Sitra)
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Port of Sitra (s_5w) is Bahraini most important oil and petroleum processing facility. It is owned and
managed by Government of Bahrain. This oil handling facility also deals with dry cargo and liquid bulk
such as petroleum, chemical products and liquified petroleum gas. This port handles more than 1000

vessels annually with a maximum draught of 12 m.
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This port comprises many wharves leased to private companies for transporting their products. Bahrain
Petroleum Company operates 6 berths for handling petroleum products and another berth for

accommodating smaller ships with a total length and draft of 72 m and 5 m respectively.



Aluminum Bahrain or ALBA operates a wharf with 2 berthing facilities, one used for accommodating ships

carrying bulk cargo such as coke and alumina ore while second berth is utilised for handling metal

products.
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This port is connected to Saudi Arabia through an oil pipeline till Dammam. Sitra city also has oil storage

tanks and Sitra refinery is situated a few kilometres from this port.

5. T)v=Ab,v Z 7 ¥(Port of Al Muharraq)
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Port of Al Muharraq (32~<Y) lies on Al Muharraq island, just 3 km from Manama. It is one of deepwater
seaports of Bahrain, famous as a tourist attraction and a pleasure port, not as a cargo port. It is frequented
by yachts, motorboats, fishing boats and passenger ships. It can accommodate one of the biggest vessels

and is endowed with modern facilities including waiting rooms, restaurants, etc.
