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Hydrocarbons were a leading sector of Bahrain’s
economy in 2019, accounting for a large share of
Bahrain’s exports of goods. Bahrain ranked
seventh among leading producers of aluminum.

Bahrain is provided by law No. 21 of 2001 and law

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consisting of limestone, much like Kuwait, does
not have any metal mines. Bahrain’s quarries are

limited to extracting limestone and sand.

Limestone is used in cement production and
construction. High-quality limestone for cement,
along with igneous rocks containing gabbro for
quality gravel, are mostly imported mainly from
Eastern United Arab Emirates. As sea sand is
usable, a sand washing plant has been

established to provide cleaned construction sand.

To maximize utilization of domestic resources,
protect environment, and ensure stability of mined
materials in terms of quality, supply, and price,
Ministry of Works, Municipalities Affairs & Urban
Planning of Bahrain has developed Standard
Specifications for Construction Works. This

ministry manages these specifications in
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collaboration with major quarry companies,
overseeing quality control, mining permits, mining

rights usage fees, and transaction prices.

Extraction areas are limited in Bahrain. Limestone
deposits are found in central part of Bahrain
Island, while sea sand mining is located in

Muharraq Governorate and surrounding regions.
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Limestone extraction is primarily conducted in Ad
Damman area, located in Central Bahrain Island,
where a 56.1-meter-thick layer of Rus Formation,
consisting of chert and chalk, as well as a loose
limestone formation containing quartz geodes, is
exposed. Long and narrow Hafeera Industrial Park
is situated between Askar and Hafirah in Eastern
part of Damman area. At its northern end is Askar
landfill site, part of which is known as Askar
Quarry or Hafeera Quarry. At Southern end of this
industrial park is National Quarry Bahrain. Both
quarries are state-run and managed by Ministry of

Works, Municipalities Affairs & Urban Planning.

Fieldwork at Hafeera Quarry is contracted to Nass
Asphalt Co., which crushes rocks to produce
aggregates, crushed stones, rocks, road base,
and sub-base materials there. Major foreign
construction companies such as Zawya, which do
not have their own quarries, can obtain building
materials they need for their construction

contracts here in Bahrain.

There are reports that National Quarry Bahrain is
currently closed, and its present status is unclear.
Local major quarry companies such as National

Quarry Bahrain, Bramco, and Bahrain Minerals
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Company seem to have their own quarries within

Ad Damman area.
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Sand mining primarily takes place in Coastal and
inland areas around Muharraq Island in Muharraq
Governorate. Collected sand is used as raw
material for construction projects. Another
significant area for sand extraction is Hidd
Industrial Area, which supports various industrial
activities. Epiroc Bahrain is a major player in sand
mining. Nass Sand Processing Plant in Hidd
Industrial Area has a capacity to wash more than

4,000 tons of sand per day.
