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a. Mussafah Industrial City
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Mussafah Industrial City (ecluall zias) is located in
the southwestern Abu Dhabi, and is one of the
most important economic areas of United Arab
Emirates. It has been designated a special
economic zone, with numerous factories and port.

Its area is approximately 40 square kilometers.
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Musaffah was a small industrial area in 1970s.
1996, Abu Dhabi Seaports Authority announced a
development plan of this area, including building

of a new port in Musaffah.
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Musaffah is now one of "Abu Dhabi Industrial
City", a special economic zone. Its economic
development boomed in 2000s, facilitated by its
own port on its northern side. Hydrocarbons-
intensive industries have been one of the major
areas of growth. By January 2009, about 30% of
its land in Polymer Park vicinity had been let out.
A Bonar Emirates Technical Yarns factory, run by
both Abu Dhabi Basic Industries Corporation
(ADBIC) and Low & Bonar in conjunction, was
established in April 2008 and manufactures

industrial grass yarn.
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Abu Dhabi Drilling Chemicals and Products Ltd
(ADDCAP), a fully owned subsidiary of Abu Dhabi
National Oil Company (ADNOC), began operating
in Musaffah in 2007. Dubai Cable Company

(Ducab) began operating in 2008 from a new plant
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in Musaffah where they have sought to increase
their production capacity of low- and medium-
voltage cables from 65,000 cubic tons to 110,000
cubic tons per year. They have other plant in

Jebel Ali (L ).
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In 2011, Abu Dhabi Urban Planning Council
(UPC) officially handed over the landmark 53-
kilometre long Musaffah Channel project to Abu
Dhabi Ports Company (ADPC) for operational use.
The development of deepwater Musaffah Port (11
metres draft) and Musaffah Channel included a
new general cargo terminal at the northwest
corner of Musaffah Industrial Area, as well as an
extensive waterfront occupied by numerous

private berths and terminals.
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A new tunnel of 280 m (920 ft) length was
constructed directly to link Zayed International

Airport (s 215 Jtse) with Musaffah, directly.
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In September 2022, United Arab Emirates’
national railway (Etihad Rail) (<l_d=all Jsa31)
connected major fright terminal in Arab Emirates'’s
including Mussaffa Port, Khalifa Port and Jebel Ali
Port. And for this connection, the first batches of
Etihad Rail's new state-of-the-art fleet of trains
had already arrived in UAE through Zayed and
Musaffah Ports
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Musaffah Port with a deep-water facility
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b. Khalifa Economic Zones
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Khalifa Economic Zones Abu Dhabi (KEZAD)
(ks sl ALyl daa 3Lle) was launched by AD

Ports Group on September 19, 2022.
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As part of its plans to achieve economic
diversification by 2030, Abu Dhabi Government
drew up plans to launch a multibillion-dollar
industrial park and ports operation on a greenfield
site in Taweelah (il sk) (adjacent to the newly built
Khalifa Port (3415 <li)) which would become Abu
Dhabi emirate's first industrial free zone offering
100 per cent foreign ownership. By 2030, KEZAD
is expected to contribute up to 15% of Emirate's

non-oil GDP.
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Besides its proximity to the state-of-the-art Khalifa
Port (A4l <L), this industrial zone is located
between Abu Dhabi and Dubai, with extended
frontage along E11 Highway connecting those two
cities. An additional arterial roadway is planned,
linking KIZAD to Al Ain (c+Y). In addition, these
roads link this zone to three major international
airports — Zayed International Airport (2 JUae
<isd) (35 km ), Al Maktoum International Airport
(s 58 Ji JUas) (Dubai World Central) (52 km ),
and Dubai International Airport 85) (sl (2 Jtas(
km). As such, KEZAD's strategic location linking
the east and west, and its intermodal
infrastructure linking sea, air, roads and rail (see

Mussafah Industrial City).
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Besides its proximity to the state-of-the-art Khalifa
Port (21 <L), this industrial zone covering 550
km? is located between Abu Dhabi and Dubai, with
extended frontage along E11 Highway connecting
those two cities. An additional arterial roadway is
planned, linking KIZAD to Al Ain (o). In addition,
these roads link this zone to three major
international airports — Zayed International Airport
(A5 a5 Jas) (35 km ), Al Maktoum International
Airport (s o558 J JUas) (Dubai World Central)
(52 km ), and Dubai International Airport (= Jtas
S5 (85 km). As such, KEZAD's strategic
location linking the east and west, and its
intermodal infrastructure linking sea, air, roads

and rail (see Mussafah Industrial City).
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KIZAD's anchor investor, Emirates Aluminium
(EMAL), which aims to be one of the world's
largest single-site Aluminium smelters, began
operations in 2009. It has produced 800,000 tons

of Aluminium at KIZAD and with increasing
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demand for Aluminium, UAE market reaches 1.3

million tons with its inauguration of phase two.
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KIZAD may lead to create more than 150,000 jobs
due to a deal signed with more than 50 local and
international companies. By late 2013, these
logistics and heavy industry manufacturing
investors included Bauer, KSB, Al Braik
Investments LLC, Palletco, Brasil Foods (BRF),
City Pharmacy, and Emirates Calcium Carbonate
Factory which all signed up long-term leases at

KIZAD and constructed facilities on this site.
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In March 2014, Spinneys, a major UAE
supermarket chain, had inked a 50-year deal to
build and operate a dedicated cold storage
distribution center across 382.9 thousand square
feet in KIZAD. Then, KIZAD stated this industrial
zone will hand over pre-built warehouses spread
across more than one million square feet in the
newly developed KIZAD Logistics Park (KLP) to

tenants later that month.

Abu Dhabi Ports PJSC was established by Emiri
Decree in 2006. Through organic growth and
strategic partnerships, AD Ports Group was
formed in 2021, bringing together all subsidiaries.
AD Ports Group was publicly listed on 8th
February 2022. Abu Dhabi Developmental Holding
Company (ADQ), which was initially established
as a state-owned entity and is now one of the
region's largest holding companies, has become
the majority shareholder. (Abu Dhabi
Developmental Holding Company, ADQ is
formerly, Abu Dhabi Developmental Holding
Company, ADDH.)
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Khalifa Economic Zone (KEZAD)
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c. Masdar City
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Masdar City (U=« iu3)is an urban community
covering 6 km? in Abu Dhabi metropolitan area. It
was built by Abu Dhabi Future Energy Company
(Sial 8 ks ol 4S,5) (Masdar (La=<)), a
subsidiary of the state-owned Mubadala

Investment Company (Uil dalu 48 ,3), with the
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majority of seed capital provided by Government
of Abu Dhabi. It aims to be a model for
sustainable urban living, combining renewable
energy, green building practices, and advanced
technology to minimize its environmental impact,
with energy-efficient buildings, a reduced carbon
footprint, and a focus on research and
development in clean technologies. As a hub for
sustainable innovation, it hosts a range of
international companies, startups, and research
institutions dedicated to advancing sustainable

practices across various industries.
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Masdar City Free Zone is a prominent hub within
Masdar City, recognized for fostering innovation
and sustainability. Home to over 1,000
organizations, this Free Zone provides an
ecosystem that supports a diverse range of
businesses, from startups and SMEs to
multinational corporations. This business
community benefits from state-of-the-art
infrastructure, sustainable office spaces, and a
streamlined regulatory environment, all designed

to accelerate innovation and growth.
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Masdar City Free Zone is strategically focused on
six industry clusters, each contributing to the

advancement of global sustainability goals:

Smart Mobility (SAVI): Led by the Smart and
Autonomous Vehicles Industries (SAVI), this
cluster drives innovations in electric and
autonomous transportation.
