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As for the current state of industrial city
development, United Arab Emirates has already
realized UAE Vision 2021 and aims to realize
"Operation 300bn, UAE's industrial strategy" by
2031. With exception of Yemen, the national
strategies of the rest countries had also been on
track to achieve their respective national goals,

starting with 2030, albeit with some delays.
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The foundations of this were the followings:

1."Stabilization of the political situation through the
mediation of the civil war in Yemen and
Reconciliation with Iran, the leader of the Shiite
alliance”

2. "Realization of a national strategy to break

away from the oil-dependent economy."

With their realization, it was considered that each

country would achieve its prosperity.
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These were expected to happen soon. And
following the establishment of diplomatic relations
between United Arab Emirates and Bahraine with
Israel under “2020 Abraham Accords Peace
Agreement”, such a move had been rumored to

have reached Saudi Arabia.
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Under these circumstances, Hamas, which
controlled Gaza Strip, feared being left alone, and
on October 7, 2023, they launched a surprise
attack on Israel, killing about 1,200 Israelis and

taking 251 people hostage in this terrorist attack.
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However, this attack triggered Israel's "Gaza
invasion”, which killed more than 40,000
Palestinians until "Six-week ceasefire from

February 19, 2025", and Gaza was on the verge
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of destruction, and this war spread to Syria,

Lebanon, and as far away as Yemen.
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In this context, Assad regime (>3 5Ux3) in Syria
collapsed on December 7, 2024, and on January
29, 2025, an interim presidential government led

by Ahmed al-Shalaa (¢ »&) al) was formed.

This development significantly weakened Shiite
Axis, which included Irag, Syria, Hamas (3<_~
wea), Hezbollah (4 < 3s) and Houthis (o5

under Iranian leadership.
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After Second presidency of Donald Trump was
inaugurated in United States on January 20, 2025,
Cancellation of "Fossil Fuel Dependency
Reduction Policy " became a goal as Opposed
measure against “Global Warming Reduction
Policy”. And Reduction of crude oil prices was
brought to the fore along with Policy
Transformation to a large increase in Oil and gas

Production.
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In addition, as a solution to Gaza, it was proposed
to relocate all Palestinians from Gaza, and then
for USA to take control of Gaza and to clean up all
damages caused by war, such as rubble,
landmines, and unexploded ordnance, and then to

plan for Economic reconstruction of Gaza.
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For Seven countries of Arabian Peninsula, it is
difficult to accept such reduction in crude oil
prices, which serve as their financial foundation to
realize their National Strategy by maintaining high
crude oil prices through OPEC Plus. Additionally,
they naturally dissatisfy to review "Fossil Fuel
Dependency Reduction Policy", which is a major

object to realize their National Strategy.
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In any case, "Relocating Palestinians from Gaza"

is an unacceptable proposal for Arab countries.
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Saudi Arabia, a leading Arab country, reiterated
on February 11, 2015, its firm rejection of Israeli
government's statement regarding the

displacement of Palestinian people.
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On the other hand, since the start of oil
development, the relationship between Saudi
Arabia and United States has been the very deep
underlying bond, even though there have been

conflicts at times.
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As the current Prime Minister, Crown Prince
Mohammad bin Salman (ol ¢ 2ax) was pursued
and criticized by United States as the mastermind
behind the assassination of journalist Jamal
Khashoggi (>34 Jws) on October 2, 2018, there
are rumors that he is not necessarily pro-

American.
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BRICS side strongly desired Saudi Arabia to join
BRICS in December 2024, however Saudi Arabia
issued a statement saying that "Saudi Arabia will
continue to maintain close and friendly relations
with BRICS in the future," and respectfully

declined to join it.

This is thought to be due to concerns that BRICS
would become an anti-American organization.
This case might be an example of the a very deep
underlying bond that exists between Saudi Arabia

and United States.
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In any case, it is not difficult to imagine that there
will be challenges and conflicts between the
position of a leader of Arab countries and the ties
with United States. However, it is hoped that
Seven countries of Arabian Peninsula will
overcome these difficulties, realize their national
strategies, work together to promote the prosperity
and well-being of their people, and become a

powerful driving force in the world economy.
