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In Qatar, the key government agency responsible
for potable water and electricity is Qatar General
Electricity & Water Corporation (% _kill delall i 3all
slall 5 sl ,eSll) (KAHRAMAA).

KAHRAMAA is the sole transmission and
distribution system owner and operator for
electricity and water in Qatar.

It oversees the growing demand for these
essential services and ensures high-quality and
sustainable supply.

Establishment of KAHRAMAA and
Dissolution of Ministry of Electricity and
Water

Ministry of Electricity and Water in Qatar was
responsible for regulating and overseeing the
country's electricity and water sectors before
KAHRAMAA was established in 2000. However,
after KAHRAMAA became an independent
corporation, this ministry was dissolved, and
KAHRAMAA took over its functions as the sole
transmission and distribution system owner and
operator for electricity and water in Qatar.

sectors.

Succeeding Ministry of Electricity and Water,

- KAHRAMAA, which handles electricity and water
distribution.

- QatarEnergy, which oversees natural gas supply
for power generation.

- Ministry of Commerce and Industry, which
regulates public-private partnerships (PPPs),

including Independent Water and Power
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Producers (IWPPs).

Formerly known as Qatar
Petroleum, it was rebranded in 2021 to reflect its
evolving energy strategy. QatarEnergy is the world’s
largest provider of liquefied natural gas (LNG), and plays
a crucial role in Qatar’s economy, with revenues from oil
and natural gas contributing to 60% of the country’s

GDP.
