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“2011 Yemeni Revolution” was an uprising that
followed mass protests in other countries’ Arab
Spring (22 &2l in early 2011. Initially, this
opposed unemployment, economic situation,
corruption and also the government’s proposal.
This proposal aimed to amend Yemeni
constitution to allow his Saleh’s son to succeed to

the presidency.
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On 23 November 2011, Saleh flew to neighboring
Saudi Arabia’s Riyadh to sign the previously
spurred political transition plan of Gulf Co-
operation Council. Upon signing the document,
Saleh agreed to move the presidency and powers
to his deputy, Vice President Abd Rabbuh Mansur
Hadi (r.2012~2022) (s _swaic 43 )2e),
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The government headed by Saleh’s former vice-
president Abd Rabbuh Mansur Hadi (2012~2022)
(s sai 43 30¢) had united the country’s
unstable political situation and brought
Southwestern Arabian Peninsula the ability to
govern, but struggled to fend off threats from
extremists of both Al-Qaeda (32=') and Houthis

(0sis).
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In 2014, Houthi movement, which had been in
rebellion against Yemeni government since 2004,
launched Battle of Amran (2014) (o) «e 4S 2<) and
Battle of Sana ‘a (2014) (slxixa 4< ja4), |t defeated
government forces on the both battles and

commenced a gradual takeover of Yemen.
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In February 2015, Houthis declared control of the

government and dissolved the parliament. It
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established Revolutionary Committee (43l 4ialll)
headed by Mohammed Ali al-Houthi
(r.2015~2016) (Sl A= 2as). He is a cousin of
Houthi leader Abdul-Malik al-Houthi (b.1979) (x=
il eldl). But Hardy escaped to Aden on his
own. Hadi declared that he would remain the
legitimate president of Yemen and made Aden the
temporary capital of the country. Hadi then called
on loyal government officials and members of the

military to rally under him.
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In January 2016, Hadi government defeated
Houthi forces in Battle of Port Midi (da= S jxx).
Subsequently, in Battle of Mukalla (3S4ll 4S_s) in
April 2016, Hadi government recaptured Mukkalla
(><«) from AQAP.
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In December 2017, Hadi government began an
attack on Hudayda (s22~). In June 2018, Hadi
government launched an attack on the city itself of
Hudayda itself. This was Battle of Hudaydah
(33~ A< 424) which is considered the biggest battle

since the start of Saudi Arabia’s intervention.
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Afterwards, President Abd Rabbuh Mansur Hadi
(r.2012~2022) (¢2» Ls=ie 4,2¢) lost the support of
Saudi-led coalition. He resigned and Presidential
Leadership Council (Ll 2Ll (ulss) assumed

power in April 2022.
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2. Temporary truce & Presidential
Leadership Council (PLC)
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In April 2022, United Nation brokered a temporary

truce between Houthis (usis~) and Saudi-led
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coalition that resulted in an extended pause of
large-scale fighting and cessation of cross-border

attacks.
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President Abdrabbuh Mansur Hadi (r. 2012~2022)
(g L=l 4,2e) and his vice-president resigned
and were replaced by an eight-person Presidential
Leadership Council (bl 33l ulas) (PLC) with
Executive powers of Yemen president and vice

president.
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Although this truce formally expired in October
2022, those parties nonetheless refrained from
large-scale, direct conflict through end of April

2024.
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3. Infighting among PLC’s factions
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Social issues in Yemen issues around politics are
Struggling PLC (Presidential Leadership Council)
(bl 3308l ulas) and Increasingly difficult financial

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A year after PLC’s formation, infighting has
become worse. Rival factions of PLC fought one
another for control of vital supply lines and
revenue-generating areas throughout Southern
Yemen. They sought to secure these areas in
order to gain their upper hand in their political

talks after this Yemeni civil war.

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Today, STC is threatening to take over Wadi

Military Region (5! 4 Swall 23kidl), a group linked

to Islah (z3u=2\).
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Abdullah al-Alimi Bawazeer (b.1979) (al) & 2
2sk) also has a new Saudi-backed army,
“Nation’s Shield Forces (¥ ¢ ss < §)”, which are
deployed in several STC-run areas in Southern

Yemen.

Those shifts in territorial control have exacerbated
their very problem — competition among Anti-Huthi

factions — that prompted PLC’s formation.
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Meanwhile, all PLC’s factions are excluded from
Major diplomatic initiative presently under way by
Oman. Omani-facilitated talks between Huthis and
Riyadh, which kicked off in October, when Formal
truce ran out, and accelerated in November.

These talks are part of a whirlwind of regional

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Abed al-Rahman Abu Zara’a (member), known
among Yemenis as Abu Zara'a Al Muharrami, he
also leads UAE-backed Southern Movement's
Giants Brigades. He is known to be a Salafist. He

is a member of Southern Transitional Council.
