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1. Oman Power and Water Procurement
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Oman Power and Water Procurement S.A.O.C
(OPWP) has been part of Nama Group since its
establishment in 2003. It is authorized for ensuring
efficient procurement and supply of power and
water under Royal Decree No. 78/2004, which
was issued on July 20, 2004
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OPWP rebranded as Nama Power and Water
Procurement (Nama PWP) to align more closely
with Nama Group's identity and strategic goals in
May 2023,. Despite the name change, its core
function as Oman's sole procurer of electricity and

water remains unchanged.
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Nama Power and Water Procurement operates
under Authority for Public Services Regulation
(APSR), which oversees Electricity and Water
Sectors in Oman.

Its authorization is based on Royal Decree
78/2020, which defines APSR's regulatory
responsibilities, including overseeing Nama Power

and Water Procurement activities.
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2. Nama Group
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Nama Group, formerly known as Electricity
Holding Company, oversees various entities in
Oman's electricity and water sectors. was

established on May 1, 2005.
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Nama Group has been owned by the Oman

Investment Authority (OIA), a government-owned
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investment arm, since June 2020. This transition
occurred following Royal Decree No. 61/2020,
which merged the State General Reserve Fund
and Oman Investment Fund to form OIA.

As a result, Nama Holding, the parent company of
Nama Group, became part of OIA’s portfolio,
overseeing electricity, water, and wastewater

services in Oman.
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3. NAMA Group of Companies
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NAMA Group oversees various entities in Power
and Water Sector in Oman, including but not
limited to NAMA Power and Water Procurement
Company. Those entities under NAMA Group are

explained hereinunder.
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Each of these companies plays a vital role in
ensuring efficient and sustainable utility services

in Oman.

services across Oman.
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3.9 Tanweer
Tanweer provides electricity services to remote

areas.
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3.10 Nama Institute
Nama Institute for Competency Development
(NICD) focuses on training and competency

development.
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3.11 Nama Shared Services Company (NSS)
Nama Shared Services Company (NSS) offers

shared services to Nama Group subsidiaries.
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(Shared services are business services that can be used
by multiple departments or subsidiaries within a
corporate group or organization. They usually

consolidate operations such as finance and accounting,




human resources, IT, and procurement, with the aim of

improving efficiency and reducing costs.)
