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Striving to achieve the State of Kuwait’s strategy
to encourage and enhance the participation of the
private sector in developing the Infrastructure of
the country, Kuwait Authority for Partnership
Projects was established , as it is considered to be
the pivot destination for Public Private Partnership
program according to the law 116 of 2014.

The Authority is responsible for each phase of the
project starting from the tendering process to the
financial closing. The Authority also aims at taking

the benefit of the effective role of the private
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sector, encouraging the competitiveness in the

market and facilitating all ways of development.
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The Government of Kuwait has embarked on an
ambitious Public Private Partnership (PPP)
program which promotes collaboration between
the public and private sectors to develop quality
infrastructure and services for Kuwaiti citizens.
The Kuwait Authority For Partnership Projects
“KAPP” was established in 2014 by virtue of the
PPP Law No.116 of 2014 to replace the
Partnership Technical Bureau (PTB) stablished in
2008 under the repealed Law No. 7 of 2008.
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KAPP serves as the main body responsible for
PPP projects implementation. KAPP aims to
utilize private sector skills and expertise to
maximize value for money and service quality.
KAPP is currently in the process of initiating

several high-impact projects in the power,
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R transportation, communications, real estate, and
solid waste management sectors.

- Studying projects and Unsolicited Proposals
referred by the Higher Committee, evaluating
economic and technical feasibility studies and
providing recommendations on tendering projects
- Managing feasibility studies development and
procurement process for PPP projects

- Preparing model contracts which set required
terms and provisions for PPP projects

- Developing methods for project follow-up and
performance evaluation

- Following up on project implementation and
providing quality technical assistance to Public
Entities throughout the project cycle

- Arranging final award to successful bidders and
setting up joint stock companies

- Preparing and submitting an annual report on
development projects to the High Committee for
approval, to then be referred to the Cabinet by the

Minister of Finance
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6. Kuwait PPP Project Guidebook
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The PPP Project Guidebook prepared by the
Kuwait Authority For Partnership Projects (KAPP)
pursuant Law No.1147/2016: Regulating Public
Private Partnerships (the “PPP Law”), and is

based on best practice and international
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experience. It is intended to inform and guide
public entities and private investors interested in
undertaking PPP projects. The PPP Project
Guidebook should be read in conjunction with the
PPP Law and its Executive Regulations where the

latter shall prevail in case of conflict.
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The PPP Project Guidebook explains the process
and some of the tools to be used for structuring
and implementing PPPs. By presenting the PPP
Project Guidebook, the Government wishes to
involve all stakeholders in a participatory process
that will ensure the success of the PPP program in
implementing the projects most beneficial to

Kuwait’'s development and progress.
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Furthermore, taking into consideration specific
characteristics associated with certain sectors, the
PPP Project PPP Project Guidebook purpose is to
be interpreted as a general guidance for
procuring, tendering and evaluating the complete
spectrum of project under law 114/2014 and

relevant bylaws.
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The PPP law in Kuwait covers multiple sectors,
consequently, each project will require specific
accommodation and adjustments due to the
particular needs of the sector and/or project.
Therefore, the PPP Project Guidebook should not
be read as a strict process for all projects, but as a
general guidance which provides an overview of
the process of implementing projects in Kuwait as

per the PPP laws and bylaws.

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7. Higher Committee
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The Higher Committee was established under the
Provisions of Article 11 of Law No.7/2008 and
Decree No. 145/2008. Chaired by the Minister of
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Finance, it is the committee responsible for
studying and approving PPP projects and
tendering them pursuant to Law No.7/2008. As
such, no public entity may enter into a PPP
contract without the approval of the Higher

Committee.
