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1 Introduction
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Dubai Metro (2 ss) is first rapid transit train
network in Arabian Peninsula, with operations
starting on September 9, 2009. All trains are fully
automated and driverless, and for a time system

was longest driverless metro network in world.
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Dubai Metro belongs to Roads and Transport
Authority (el sall 5 3,k 440), and carries about
755,000 passengers daily, reaching nearly 275

million riders in 2024.
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Track gauge is 1,435 mm, power supply is 750 V
DC third rail, and trains can reach speeds

between 95 and 110 km/h.
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Trains and stations are air conditioned, equipped
with platform edge doors, and network covers
89.6 km with 55 stations, including 35 on Red Line

(¥ Lall) and 15 on Green Line (=Y Lall).
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Each train has five cars with modern control
system, announcements are in Arabic and
English, and passengers use Nol Card (Js 4il), a
contactless smart card, to pass gates. Special
cars include Gold Class (4l Zx ,all) for premium

travel and cars reserved for women and children.
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Important stations such as Burj Khalifa/Dubai Mall
(Use Y3811 7z 5), Union (3a3Y)), and BurJuman

(ve>_») act as key hubs, and metro connects with
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Blue Line (G, kall) is planned with 30 km and

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First section was inaugurated on September 9,
2009 with ten stations opened. Construction was
declared complete on 28 April 2010 with sixteen
more stations opened during 2010. Three
additional stations were added between 2011 and
2013, making a total of twenty-nine stations (29)
spanning 52.1 km.
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As part of Expo 2020 development in Dubai, an
extension of Red Line named Route 2020 was

announced in December 2015. Extension
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measures 15 km, with 11.8 km above ground and
3.2 km below ground. Of seven stations, five are

elevated and two are underground.
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Eventually extension is planned to reach Al
Maktoum International Airport (s a5 JI jUas) |
Partial opening took place on January 1, 2021. By
2021, Red Line had 31 stations on main line and 4
stations on branch. Line length was 52.1 km, with

4.7 km underground.
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From April 15, 2024, trains from Centrepoint
began operating directly to Life Pharmacy (<Y
~l8), removing necessity to change trains at
Jabal Ali (= Ji»). Red Line now includes 35

stations across 67 km.
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Total construction cost of Red Line was estimated
at US $2.8 billion (AED 10.6 billion), while Route
2020 extension cost about US $2.45 billion (AED
9 billion).

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3 Green Line (Dubai Metro)
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Green Line (=Yl Lall) runs through Deira (s.2)
and Bur Dubai (= ), generally parallel to Dubai
Creek (2 s3). Line includes 20 stations covering
22.5 km, with 7.9 km underground. It was
inaugurated on September 9, 2011 and opened to
public next day. Last two stations were opened on

March 1, 2014.
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Total construction cost of Green Line was

estimated at US $3.0 billion (AED 11 billion).
