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1. Wadi Lajab
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Wadi Lajab («a! s3l5) is in Reeth Province (iilss
<u)ll) in Jazan Region (o' 4dkis), about 150 km
northeast of Jazan City. It is a deep fault valley on
Eastern side of Jabal al Qahar (Usd J»). This
valley has tall ancient trees, steep rock walls, and
a narrow watercourse with cool shade. Rock
formations date back to African Rift event and give

this valley rare shapes and colors
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Visitors reach Wadi Lajab by road from Jazan City
and nearby towns. Cars can enter this valley floor
for a short distance before its path narrows and
walking is required. This site offers moderate
temperatures, dramatic cliffs, and year round
access. It attracts many guests from across Saudi

Arabia and abroad.
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2. Askar Well
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Askar Well (USw= ) lies in Askar Well Settlement
(S~= 4 S ) in Najran Region, along Road
between Najran and Khamis Mushayt. This park
centers on historic Al Hamadi Dam (galeal) au),
whose basin holds rainwater for many months. Its
area includes strong mountain rock formations
and Wadi al Agma‘ (&Y s2)5) with dense
vegetation. Its proximity to Najran City makes it

easy to combine with nearby heritage sites.
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Visitors enjoy views of Al Hamadi Dam, Green
valley of Wadi al Agma’, and nearby
archaeological sites such as Al Ukhdud Village, Al
Aan Palace, and Ra‘um Fort. This park is a
popular stop for families and travelers from Najran

and surrounding areas.
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3. Thadiq National Park
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Thadiq National Park (4:ib 4l 316 4i0a) js in Thadiq
Province, about 100 km northwest of Riyadh. It
covers around 3,000 km? and includes a long
valley formed by Sopes of Tuwayq Mountain (Jd=
Gsh). Valley of Obaitharan (0l s95) channels
water to a dam that irrigates local farms. This park
contains natural and man made caves and many
shelters built with local materials through

community participation.
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Thadiq National Park is a major outdoor
destination for hiking and nature trips near Riyadh.
Visitors enjoy valleys, sand dunes, mountains,
fossils, and seasonal waterfalls after rain. Large
tree planting and wildlife programs, including
Arabian sand gazelles, enrich this park’s

vegetation and wildlife.
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4. Tukhfa National Park
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Tukhfa National Park (3l 4is3480a) js in Dariyah
in Qassim Region and covers about 52 million m2.
This park has mountains, valleys, and open desert
land with seasonal waterfalls. Long lived acacia
trees such as Acacia tortilis and Acacia
ehrenbergiana are widespread. Rich biodiversity
and varied terrain give this park strong scenic

value.
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Tukhfa National Park is a major destination for
hiking, camping, and open air activities in Qassim
Region. Visitors from Qassim and Gulf countries
enjoy wide views, seasonal waterfalls, and Sense
of untouched nature. Spring and autumn offer mild
weather, while summer is hot and dry and winter

is cool.
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5. Unaizah National Park
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Unaizah National Park (4!l 3 e 48a) js located
in Unaizah (sJ#=) in Al Qassim Region (ausill ddkaic),
about 7 km from Unaizah city. Tree planting began
in 2006 across 10 million m?, with around 350,000
trees planted. This park opened to visitors in 2015
after developing roads, lighting, restrooms, and
shaded seating areas. It lies near natural Ghada
Parks (L=l <ila yis) and a rocky hill with ancient

inscriptions
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This park features sandy plains, rocky formations,
and low hills. Seasonal runoff channels increase
fertility after rain, supporting diverse plants.
Summer temperatures reach 40—45°C, while
winter ranges from 10-15°C. Spring and autumn

offer mild weather, making this park ideal for visits.

6. Taif National Park — Saiysad
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Taif National Park — Saiysad (&bl caillall 480 —
2all) is northeast of Taif (—ilkll) in Makkah Region
(4% 4skia), It covers about 28 million m? and was
inaugurated in 1999 during Reign of King Fahd
(264 <L), It is named after Historic Saiysad Dam
(2} 2), built in 705 AD by Umayyad Caliph
Muawiyah ibn Abi Sufyan (ki i ¢r &aslxa). This
park is surrounded by mountains and crossed by
valleys such as Wadi Al Arj (z_~) s25) and Wadi

Saiysad (2l 5305).
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This park enjoys mild weather with an annual
average of 20°C. lts location near Taif
International Airport and major commercial areas
makes it easily accessible. Surrounding
neighborhoods include Al Halga (%élsll), Al Naseem
(p2=t), Al Suhaili (Le~d), and Al Rumaidah (3x_M).
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7. Wuthaylan National Park
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Wuthaylan National Park (&bl (Ol dass) is
southwest of Dilam (a2') and forms part of
Tributaries of Wadi Dhaherat Aliyah (Le 5k s315)
in Tuwaiq Mountains (&:sk Jua). It extends about
70 km and hosts 48 documented plant species,
including rare taxa. Dense stands of Vachellia
tortilis (o=ls, 5 WuiST), Acacia tortilis (ol 55 LulST),

and Acacia flava (434 Luisl) dominate vegetation
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This park features ravines, valleys, and dramatic
mountain scenery. After rainfall, multiple waterfalls
appear. Summer temperatures reach up to 48°C,
while winter drops to around 10°C. Its striking
landscapes make it one of Saudi Arabia’s notable

tourist destinations
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8. Shukran National Park
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Shukran National Park (ki o) S& 34) is in
central Baljurashi (5,>L) in Al Baha Region (iékie
4sll), covering 421,127 m2. It is near Baljurashi
Museum (sl —asis), model farm, NCVC forest
nursery, Beekeepers Association, and Hanging
Bridge Park. This park has fully developed

infrastructure.
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Located on high peaks of Sarat Mountains (Ju~
il yuadl), this park has cool summer temperatures
of 19-26°C and winter temperatures of 4—14°C.
Both seasons experience rainfall, adding to this

park’s natural appeal.
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9. Al Ahsa National Park
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Al Ahsa National Park (il sLua¥l 430s) is located
in Al Ahsa (sLY1) in Eastern Province (dikll
44,41, Established in 1962, it covers about 40
million m? and was created to combat sand
encroachment. This park contains over 1.3 million
planted trees, a one million m? fungal reserve, and
wildlife including Arabian oryx (=) k') and
Reem gazelle (~V J3¢). It lies near Juatha
Mosque (8l s> 2xs) and attracts visitors from

across Saudi Arabia and abroad.
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This park features rolling sand dunes and is best
visited in winter from November to March.
Summer temperatures range from 35°C to 50°C. It
serves as an ecotourism destination with facilities

and wildlife viewing opportunities.
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10. Al Jumum Environmental Park
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Al Jumum Environmental Park (il » seall d801) lies
along Makkah—Madinah Highway near Miqgat
(<lew) area in Al Jumum Province (pseall ddailas),
Name “Al Jumum” comes from “Al Jumm,”
meaning abundant water. Its area includes
historical sites such as Al Fath Mosque (zidll 2a),
This park covers about 4 million m? and is a major
destination for events and recreation due to its flat

terrain and large open space.
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This park features flat sandy plains with wild trees
such as Maerua crassifolia (z_«), Ziziphus spina
christi (L), Tamarix aphylla (JEY!), Acacia tortilis
(w5, 5 LlsT), Acacia nilotica (sl Lwsl), and
Dobera glabra (I_xs). Winding trails allow walking

and hiking in a natural setting.
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11. Al Ghat National Park
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Al Ghat National Park (4ih sl bl 453.) s southeast
of Al Ghat (L)) in Riyadh Region (o=l dihis),
about 15 km from its town center. It spans 34
million m? and contains dense vegetation with over
130 plant genera. Nearly 200,000 native plants
have been added in 15 years. This park includes
nurseries producing 400,000 seedlings annually, a
protected enclosure for Arabian sand gazelles
(Al JLlt Jise), nine caves, and twenty rainwater
harvesting terraces. It received Environmental
Excellence Award in 2017 and Green Flag Award

in 2024.
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This park features valleys, mountains, and foothills
of Tuwayq Mountains (&:s= Jus). Natural springs
and seasonal waterfalls appear during rainfall.

Annual temperatures range from 23°C to 27°C.
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12. Al Zulfi National Park
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Al Zulfi National Park (3:ib il &30 44 lies west of
Al Zulfi (44Y) in Riyadh Region, about 35 km from
this town. It covers over 20 million m? and is near
heritage sites such as Al Mustawi Center (S <
ssiall), ‘Ulgah Village («dle 4 3), Sayh Village (43
=), Al Jawa Village () 48), and Al Thuwair
Village (sl 448).
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Its terrain is flat with clay and sandy soils.
Summers are extremely hot (40—49°C), while
winters are cold and rainy with temperatures from
-1°C to 28°C. This park offers wide open

landscapes suitable for outdoor activities.
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13. Albhetah National Park
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Albhetah National Park (d:ibl 4iedl 44) is located
along Al Sail Road near Migat Qarn Al Manazil
(Jouall o8 i) in Taif (i), It covers about 7
million m? and is known for mild weather year
round. This park is surrounded by mountains and
dense vegetation dominated by Acacia tortilis
(b5 Waisl) and Acacia ehrenbergiana (sl

Ul s 2)).
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This park offers scenic mountain views, dense
greenery, and mild temperatures averaging
around 25°C. It is ideal for relaxation, nature

appreciation, and hosting events.
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
