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1. Performance of Tourism Sector
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Tourism sector in United Arab Emirates recorded
strong performance in 2023. Tourism GDP
reached AED 220 billion (US $ 60 billion), equal to
11% of national economy. Hotel establishments
welcomed more than 28 million guests, and total
hotel revenue amounted to AED 43.5 billion (US

$ 19 billion).
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Average occupancy rate was 75.4%, and average
room price was AED 508 (US $ 138). Guest nights
reached 97 nillion, with average stay of 3.5 days.
Across country, hotel rooms numbered 210,664
and tourist establishments totaled 1,235. Tourism
sector supported about 809,300 jobs, equal to
12.3% of national employment. International
tourism spending accounted for 75.9% of total,

while domestic spending represented 24.1%.
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2. Explore UAE by Emirate
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1. Abu Dhabi
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Abu Dhabi (= 5l) is largest emirate and has long
coast with many islands. City of Abu Dhabi (4 5)

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2. Dubai

Modern districts have tall buildings, wide roads
and many shops. Coastline has clean beaches for
rest and sunset views.Desert near city offers
deset drives and sandboarding. Hatta (%), about

130 km away, has mountains and natural pools.
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3. Sharjah
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Sharjah (4&_Li) is known for culture and heritage.
Heart of Sharjah (4_Li) ) keeps restored old
houses and markets. Al Majaz Waterfront (4!
Sl 2431) has parks, cafés and fountain shows.
Museums such as Sharjah Museum of Islamic
Civilization (33lsy! 5 jlasll 48 Lall Caaia) show long
history of region. Coastline and eastern enclaves
like Khor Fakkan (c\sé_s2) offer beaches and

mountain views.

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Umm Al Quwain (o580 o) is small emirate with
quiet beaches and islands such as Al Sinniyah
(), Old fort in town now serves as museum.

(3=l #8) has farms and traditional landscape.

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6. Ras Al Khaimah

walks, 7> activities and coastal resorts.

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7. Fujairah
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Fujairah (s_sxdll) faces Gulf of Oman (owe =13) and
has mountains along coast. Al Bidya Mosque

water activities.
