Key attractions include public
beach, waterfront promenade, and water activities
such as paddleboarding, kayaking, gondola rides,
and water taxis. Site also offers luxury dining,
landmark hotels such as Four Seasons Hotel
Bahrain Bay, and centralized district cooling that

improves energy efficiency across development.

Master plan delivers three major tourism
components and 104 luxury units, including
overwater villas, beachfront villas, and hotel
rooms, while protecting UNESCO-recognized
ecosystem. Signature feature is region’s first
survival and nature-based adventure attraction,
Bear Grylls Adventure Zone. Resort removes
single-use plastics and aims for full off-grid
operations using on-site solar power. Island
environment is known for sand gazelles, Arabian
oryx, and world’s largest colony of Socotra

cormorants.
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Bilaj Al Jazayer Beach (2l z24) is in Zallag
(BYV), southwestern Bahrain. It is one of
Bahrain’s largest public beaches. Large-scale
redevelopment is underway, shifting site from
simple beach use toward a “sustainable beach

city.”

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Qalali Waterfront (128 Jalud 4 a3l el ) is a
large tourism and recreation development

extending about 2 km along Qalali coast (Jab

&8) in Muharraq Governorate (sl ikilas),

completed by end of 2022, and various initiatives
continue to attract domestic and international

visitors.

Bilaj Al Jazayer Masterplan

Bilaj Al Jazayer, Mega-Project
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Al Ghous Waterfront (sl pa il 4eals) is a
landmark 80,500 m? coastal development in
Muharraq (é_~4). It sits between Sheikh Hamad
Causeway (2 &l yua) and Sheikh Isa bin
Salman Causeway (clels 02 e il jua). Project
includes floating and suspended restaurants, a
commercial zone with 17 specialty outlets, an
indoor theme park, and a public family beach. To
protect coastal environment, project used
advanced hydrodynamic modeling and a
comprehensive sustainability assessment to

support long-term shoreline protection.
