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Oman Tourism Development Company (OMRAN
Group) was established by Sultan’s Decree in
2005 to support Oman National Vision 2040 goal
of positioning tourism as a main pillar of economic

growth and attracting 12 million visitors by 2040.
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OMRAN Group has expanded accommodation
services, including luxury lodging, developed
adventure based tourism experiences,
strengthened tourism infrastructure, and promoted
Oman’s natural beauty, heritage, and leisure

offerings.
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In 2025, during OMRAN Group’s 20th anniversary
ceremony, and in line with its commitment to
support tourism sector and expand growth
opportunities, OMRAN Group announced strategic
investment partnerships with major domestic and
international organizations. It also presented
progress of key developments and cooperation

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1. Integrated Tourism Complexes

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These include two mixed use projects with VA
Group and Aurélien Group, and a luxury resort
with Enevolia Developments for Nobu brand.

A partnership was also announced with Oman
Agricultural Development Company to develop
Janaen Salalah (d2u= (152), a dry valley (wadi) in
Salalah and first integrated agri tourism project in

Sultanate of Oman.
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This initiative also presented plans for Madinat Al
Irfan (Ul ), Sultan Qaboos Port coastall
development, planned Four Seasons resort, and

Opera District development.
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2. Authentic, Luxury Hospitality
Destination
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OMRAN Group presented design models for
upcoming Club Med Musandam resort (w5 aaiia
adiws 20) in Musandam Governorate (i ddailas),
first project of this global brand in Oman and
region. This resort will enhance high end
hospitality and strengthen Musandam’s appeal as

a unique destination.
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Updates were also shared on Santani Jabal
Shams Resort (s Jis Al aaiie) focusing on
wellness tourism, and Ali Nivas Musandam Resort
(prie i T aaie), combining high-value
hospitality with pristine nature. These projects
expand OMRAN Group hospitality mix and
diversify Oman’s accommodation offerings.

destination.
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3. New Businesses
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OMRAN Group announced strategic partnerships
expanding business landscape. These include
acquisition of stake in UnderTheDoomat for luxury
residential short stay accommodation, support for
alternative lodging market, expansion of digital
marketing channels, investment in e travel
platform Godoba, advancement of digital
transformation in Oman tourism sector, and
cooperation with Dar Al Helfiya (d_al 1) to
establish a handicrafts centre and a traditional

culture centre in Muttrah (z_ks).
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For 20 years, OMRAN Group has developed
integrated destinations and hospitality assets
blending tradition and modernity, using rich
tourism resources of Sultanate of Oman.

As a result, strategic investment in tourism has
made this sector promising for economic and
social development. By shaping future plans,
